Matt competed for four years as a part of MU’s swimming and diving team. His specialty event was sprint freestyle. His honors include Academic All-Big 12 First Team, Varsity M student-athlete of the week, and he was chosen as the hardest worker for sprint group in 2007-2008 season. Prior to swimming in college, Matt swam for Blue Springs High School where he was captain of the varsity swim team that placed 2nd at State, he broke two state records, he was a five-time All-American, and he was All-State 9 times. As a Team Dolphin swimmer, Matt was a Junior National qualifier. His swimming career totaled 12 years. 

Jason Stokes:
